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ñArise, Shine, for your light has come, and the glory of the Lord has risen upon you. For be-
hold, darkness shall cover the earth, and thick darkness the peoples; but the Lord will arise 
upon you, and his glory will be seen upon you. And nations shall come to your light, and 
kings to the brightness of your rising.ò Isaiah 60: 1-3 
 
The Advent season is upon us. December 1st is the 1st 
Sunday in Advent and we will gather in worship 
singing and praying, O Come, O Come Emmanuel. 
This act of worship singing and praying, O Come, O 
Come Emmanuel is referred to as the O Antiphons in 
the early church. The O Antiphons use ancient bibli-
cal imagery drawn from the messianic hopes of the 
Old Testament to proclaim the coming Christ as the 
fulfillment not only of Old Testament hopes, but pre-
sent ones as well. Their repeated use of the impera-
tive "Come!" embodies the longing of all for the Divine Messiah. On the 1st Sunday in Ad-
vent, we will join with the whole Church, past and present as we use the O Antiphons as our 
central theme for the lessons and Advent Hymns service.  
 
For Advent, we also have a new Advent Devotional to accompany us this year called Arise 
& Shine. Author Tim Wesemann summarizes this devotional based on Isiah 60:1-3 writing, 
ñThatôs the rousing call to Godôs people held captive in the darkness of their sin and return-
ing home to find the darkness of physical destruction. Godôs light that has risen upon them 
shines through them in Jesus! Jesus Christ, the Light of the World, calls us this Advent sea-
son to arise and shine as the Holy Spirit prepares our faith and lives for his coming. The 
morning call of Arise and Shine is a glorious calling to those mourning in the darkness of a 
broken, sinful world. Your light has come! And his name is Jesus. Advent blessings!ò  
 
As December comes to a close, our Advent prayer of O Come, O Come Emmanuel transi-
tions to one of celebration as we gather to worship the Christ Child born in Bethlehem, Jesus 
Christ our Lord. This celebration will begin December 22nd with our intergenerational 
Christmas program where we will hear about the ñJoy Storyò. We will gather once again for 
Christmas Eve Candlelight service December 24th as we celebrate the gift Jesus born for 
you.  
 
This December, let us celebrate the Advent and Christmas seasons together. May we hear 
once again that we have a God who came into our midst, in the form of a child, born of 
Mary, whose name is Jesus.  God has come to us, God continues to come to us, Emmanuel, 
God is with us, and God will come to us again.
